Kay Hartman of Budget Advocates reported on the Mayor’s budget direction to the various city departments; the CAO’s fiscal status report, which can be found on CAO’s website; and a variety of other budget-related issues, including appointed budget representatives.
Abby Austin of Councilman Mike Bonin’s Office spoke re: Westchester Park parking lot signage and parking restrictions; citywide special event list has been approved (including Fourth of July Parade, Ladera Block Party and WAM events); Safe Clean Water program and green infrastructure project along Imperial Highway; the Venice Dual Force Main project is nearing completion; and requested feedback from the NCWP board and the public regarding the LAX Northside community meeting and the Metro K-Line project impacts/service.
Lanee Basulto of City Clerk’s Office (NCWP Elections Administrator) spoke re: hybrid election models (in-person and vote-by-mail); more info about NC elections can be found at: www.clerk.lacity.org/ncelections; NCWP Election Day will be 10am to 4pm on Sunday, March 26, 2023 (Candidate Filing period will run November 26, 2022 to January 10, 2023) … the vote-by-mail period will run from January 25, 2023 to March 7, 2023. Unofficial election results will be released approximately five days after Election Day and official election results will be released approximately 13 days after Election Day.
Mario Hernandez of DONE spoke re: conflicts of interest and preferred procedures for NCWP board members; following the NCWP election, new board members will be seated at the July 2023 meeting; and election outreach.
Jessalyn Waldron of County Supervisor Holly Mitchell’s Office spoke re: job fair at El Camino College, RGLE “Racial Faultlines” event (more info on the Supervisor’s website); student debt relief and RV motions led by Supervisor Mitchell; and BOS is working to close the digital divide.
6. Board Member Announcements and Committee Reports
President Gerez reported that:
Some NCWP committees have met without quorum, and that does not constitute an actual meeting since no action can take place without quorum.
The Recreation and Parks Board of Commissioners canceled Special Board meeting on Tuesday, September 27, 2022. We were informed that it was the intent of Recreation and Parks to allow the current Safe Parking operation to sunset on Oct 2, 2022, as previously approved and not approve a new location or program for 24-hour Safe Parking.

The municipal parking lot has been significantly cleared to allow for clear and unobstructed access to the Senior Center. Thank you to Sanitation and LAPD for your tireless efforts for the community. GSD have finished the installation of gates at all entrances on Lincoln and Manchester.
Puza (LMU) will be a voting center for the upcoming mid-term elections; the university will host its final quarterly meeting of the Neighborhood Advisory Committee this week; and announced that the LMU Christmas Tree Lighting event would be held December 2 (includes music, food, giveaways fromm 5-8pm in Alumni Mall); and invited the public to attend the president’s convocation.

Wilson (Community Services) provided an update on the latest committee meeting, focusing on small businesses. Wilson thanked Theresa Torrance for helping to coordinate the meeting. She also detailed Daisy Gomez’s presentation from the Westchester Recreation Center, Next meeting will be held on November 10.

Reyes (LAWA) spoke re: HireLAX cohort graduation; safe parking at LAX; and announced that an LADWP waterpipe burst and caused flooding on Sepulveda and 96th Street on November 1 (the leak has been patched but permanent repairs will be made at some time in the future).
Ross (PLUC/Airport Relations/CPUC) reported on Dinah’s project; the 400+ unit and retail proposal at the Pep Boys site in Westchester; LAX Northside proposal (Lulu’s Place); Community Plan Update Ad Hoc Committee is starting up again.
