Adriana De La Cruz, Budget Advocate from Region 11, spoke re: her email to board members and the role of the city’s Budget Advocates. Aurelia Friedman of Congressman Ted Lieu’s Office spoke re: redistricting and the fact that Congressman Lieu now represents much of the NCWP area, federal project funding items and several recent bills approved during the last Congress. She also highlighted the Congressman’s Service Academy Day for students interested in attending one of the academies – that event will be held January 28 from 1-4pm at Davinci School in El Segundo. Glenda Silva of LAWA spoke re: passenger traffic numbers, Human Trafficking Awareness Month, REALID enforcement date being pushed back, construction and modernization project updates and provided an update of the airport’s 2022 achievements and accomplishments. She provided the following written update:
i. Passenger traffic during the final holiday of the year was somewhat subdued as the airlines continued to reset their operations following the large winter storm that swept across the country. We did see 90,000-100,000 departing passengers each day from Dec. 25 through Dec. 30, with lighter traffic on New Year’s Eve and New Year’s Day. We ended the year with more than 60 million total passengers.
ii. Asia, and China in particular, has been one of the biggest markets yet to resume international travel following the depths of the pandemic. On Sunday, China will end the requirement for inbound travelers to quarantine. At the same time, visitors to the United States arriving from China will have to show proof of a negative COVID-19 test to their airline prior to travel. Here at LAX, teams from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention will be operating the federal Traveler Genomic Surveillance program, which offers voluntary COVID testing to incoming travelers as part of an effort to detect and track the virus. We will join several other U.S. airports in supporting this program, and you may see these workers in and around the Tom Bradley International Terminal.
iii. January is National Human Trafficking Prevention Month, which brings attention to the abhorrent crimes of human trafficking, slavery, and sex crimes. Earlier this week, our iconic pylons were lit in blue to show our support for this important topic. And, on Jan. 11, the national Blue Campaign to End Human Trafficking encourages people to wear blue to help raise awareness. Airports play a special role in preventing human trafficking by helping to identify the warning signs of potential victims and criminal traffickers. At LAWA our employees and guests are encouraged to report suspicious behavior of any kind to Airport Police. You also can report suspected trafficking to the National Human Trafficking Hotline, at 1-888-373-7888.
iv. The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) extended the REAL ID full enforcement date by 24 months, from May 3, 2023, to May 7, 2025.

2022 Highlights: 
We have seen incredible progress on our modernization of LAX and Van Nuys airports via our multi-billion-dollar capital improvement program. 
Just a few of the construction milestones we achieved last year include:
· Placing the final structural steel on and pouring all the concrete for the Automated People Mover train system 
· Receiving the first eight of 44 train cars for the Automated People Mover 
· Taking delivery of the first heavy-duty electric vehicle at LAX 
· Completion of the Terminal 4.5 and 5.5 cores connecting Terminals 4 and 5 and Terminals 5 and 6 
· Opening the reimagined Terminal 3 concourse and headhouse for Delta Air Lines 
· Installing the final pedestrian bridge over the roadway at Tom Bradley International Terminal, completing the frames for all six new bridges 
· Handing over the new Receiving Station X, which will help with power reliability at LAX, to the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power for completion 
· Completing major work on the Consolidated Rent-a-Car Facility and handing the building over to tenants for their final buildout 
· Completing two major runway rehabilitation projects at Van Nuys airport 
 Not only have we achieved amazing progress on our modernization this year, but we also take great pride in developing and maintaining our relationships within the communities we serve. In 2022, LAWA proudly sponsored nearly two dozen events in which we were able to extend support for our community partners through presentations, informational flyers, donations to educational and community support programs, military appreciation activities, one-on-one discussions, and other valuable resources.
 
The past year was filled also with achievements in sustainability, design, preparedness, and business practices, from workforce development to airline incentives. 
Other 2022 Accomplishments of Note:
· We celebrated the fifth anniversary and 300th graduate of our industry leading HireLAX apprenticeship readiness program
· Our Board of Airport Commissioners approved incentives to help spur adoption of unleaded fuel for piston-powered aircraft at Van Nuys, and the new fuel is now available to pilots and operators at VNY 
· Our commercial development team opened a large new concessions program within the new Terminal 3 and in other locations across LAX, including new shops and restaurants at the West Gates at Tom Bradley International Terminal 
· We achieved recertification as Airport Carbon Accreditation Program airports at both Van Nuys and LAX, recognizing our efforts to move to zero net emissions 
· LAX completed a major emergency response exercise 
· LAWA launched an air service incentive program to entice new airlines to operate new and unserved routes to key markets around the world 
· We completed the environmental process for the Airfield and Terminal Modernization Project, which enables us to pursue major projects including Concourse 0 and Terminal 9, along with airfield improvement 
· LAX successfully welcomed fans from around the world for the Super Bowl
