Ballona Discovery Park is a project of three partners: Friends of Ballona Wetlands, Loyola Marymount University,
and the community of Playa Vista. Our non-profit, Ballona Discovery Park Partners, manages the day-to-day
operations of the Park, and while all three partners contribute to this, improvements to the signage is a
fundraisable project outside of the basic obligations of the partners. To that end, we need to repair some of the
signage that has successfully lasted over 12 years since the Park was opened to the public in 2011. The funding

we are requesting will go towards the repair costs. We will also be finding matching funds from other sources to
pay for the entire expense.

5) How will this grant be used to primarily support or serve a public purpose and benefit the public at-large.

Ballona Discovery Park is at the trailhead of the Ballona Wetlands, serviing as a gateway to this last remaining
wetland in LA County. As a model of a watershed, visitors, who include the general public as well as school
groups and organizations, can walk the Watershed Walk, learning about the 128 square mile Ballona Watershed
and the history of the local area and estuary, and explore other significant features in the Park celebrating our
Indigenous ancestors, the Gabrielino Tongva. Playa Vista Elementary School is adjacent to the Park which offers
LAUSD students opportunities to conduct school projects observing the flora and fauna right next door to their
school. In fact, over 5,000 visitors come through the Park to "Experience Ballona!" every year, as part of the

Friends' and LMU's formal and informal education programs. The signage, which tells the Ballona story, is critical
to the messaging of the Park.
