1. Call to Order – President Gerez called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.

3. Introductions
4. Consent Calendar: (The following items will be treated as one item and enacted with one vote unless a Board member or a stakeholder requests that an item be placed on the Discussion Calendar.) 
1. Approval of Minutes of May 5, 2026 Board meeting 
2. Motion to Approve the Neighborhood Council recognize the Volunteer Community Patrol (VCP) as the recipient of the 2026 Star of the Neighborhood Award for their outstanding service and dedication to our community. The Volunteer Community Patrol consists of community members who have completed training through the Los Angeles Police Department and volunteer countless hours to help keep our neighborhoods safe. These volunteers serve as extra eyes and ears for law enforcement by patrolling our streets, observing and reporting suspicious activity, assisting with community awareness, and helping deter crime through their visible presence. Their commitment to public safety strengthens the partnership between residents and law enforcement while fostering a greater sense of security throughout our neighborhood. The members of the VCP selflessly dedicate their personal time to protecting and serving our community without compensation, demonstrating exceptional civic engagement and neighborhood pride.

4. Motion to approve a CIS in support of the LANCC recommendations, which is in CF 26-0489• In the interest of efficiency, Neighborhood Councils may include consent calendars on their agendas. Items on consent calendars may include common agenda items including, but not limited to, approval of minutes and the Monthly Expenditure Report and may include agenda items voted by a committee. Any member of the board shall have the ability, at the meeting, to request an agenda item on the consent calendar be removed from consent and heard on its own. The meeting chair shall remove the requested consent agenda item if requested. Removal shall not be a topic for discussion, but the item can be. The public shall have the opportunity to make public comment on the items on the agenda items in the consent calendar. 
5. Motion to support WRAC Motion Refers to City CF 26-0600 “NCWP, a member of the Westside Regional Alliance of Councils (WRAC), strongly urges the City to restore and maintain full funding for Neighborhood Council elections in the Fiscal Year 2026–2027 budget. The City Clerk’s proposed elimination of $915,000 in funding, which would likely result in the postponement of the 2027 NC elections until 2029, represents a short-term budget solution with long-term democratic consequences. While fiscal responsibility is critical, the cost savings are marginal when weighed against the erosion of civic engagement, community trust, and local representation. Furthermore, many NC Bylaws do not allow board member terms to extend beyond June 2027 and therefore if NC elections do not occur during FY 2026-2027 these members would term off with no democratic process for choosing their successors. Funding for NC elections in FY 2026-2027 is absolutely critical and cannot be eliminated.”  WRAC history here.

2. Francis (LAWA) provided the following report:
Construction Activity at Lot between La Tijera Blvd to the Northwest, Sepulveda Westway to the east and Westchester Parkway to the south (west of the Ralphs and CVS pharmacy). 

There are a variety of projects that are using this parcel for staging or construction activities including the Terminal 4/5 Project, TBIT Refresh, Wayfinding Enhancement, CTA Curbside Improvements. Nighttime Closures on Century Blvd Between Jetway and Sepulveda

June 15-21: There are planned nighttime full directional closures on westbound Century Blvd between Jetway Blvd and Sepulveda Blvd and closure of the existing departures ramp, rerouting traffic for the ATMP Roadway Improvements Project. This work will include restoration of the left turn pocket, installation of K-rail and restriping of new temporary lanes. 

·  June 19-20: New traffic lane configuration will be in place along Century Blvd. 
·  Please note that there will be full directional closures on Wednesday through Saturday nights.
·  Hotel access will be available from 98th St and Vicksburg Ave.
54-hour Closures on Sepulveda

July 18-19: There will be an extended weekend up to 54-hour closure of only Sepulveda Blvd Northbound Lanes between Century and 98th St. The shutdown will only close down the northbound lanes of Sepulveda during this shutdown. Saturday through Monday morning. Detours will be posted and additional outreach will be conducted to neighboring businesses ahead of the scheduled closure. We will have additional LADOT resources and APD resources to assist with this closure and future closures of this scale.
Access into the CTA from northbound Sepulveda from the 105 Freeway will be maintained but through traffic will not be able to pass through Sepulveda during this closure. This is one of 32 55-hour closures that will take place to avoid more than 400 shorter closures over the life of this project. 
4th of July Parade
LAWA will participate in the Annual Westchester 4th of July Parade on Saturday, July 4th. The parade will start at corner of Manchester & Loyola and will conclude at 80th and Loyola. Our participation will include the Community Relations Team, our PUPs, and several Airport Police teams. 
TRAFFIC RESOLUTION

· Staff cross-training: APD is currently developing training and criteria to cross-train staff; APD will provide a status update as training advances.

· DOT traffic signal contract: A contract with DOT for traffic signal control has been in place since May, with observed traffic improvement during that period.

· Identified intersections: LAWA will take responsibility for specific intersections adjacent to LAWA-owned properties. Personnel training and staffing models are being developed to cover these while maintaining strong Traffic Officer deployment inside the CTA.

· LADOT relationship: Seeking to establish a recurring relationship with LADOT for identified peak holiday traffic periods.

· Memorial Day weekend deployment: Despite concurrent water/natural gas pipeline breaks, LADOT coverage was secured Friday, Sunday, and Monday evenings (6:00 PM–12:30 AM) at four intersections — Sepulveda/Westchester Parkway, Sepulveda/Lincoln, Sepulveda/Century, and Century/Avion. Airport Police Motorcycle Officers were also deployed to several intersections outside of the CTA.

· Emergency funding was secured for this deployment from LAWA.

· We remain committed to making a full report to the Airport Relations Committee once APD has implemented the rest of its traffic mitigation measures.  
SkyLink Testing Delays
There was an issue with the SkyLink system that temporarily paused testing and we anticipate the testing to resume in July. I have no additional information on what the specific issue was.
